From the NIDM

Dear Readers,

[ am pleased to present our newsletter “Tidings” before you for the quarter April-June, 2023.
This is the time of onset of monsoons in southern and north eastern part of the country. We need
to prepare ourselves for seasonal hazards like floods, landslides, cyclones and forest fires. The
end of the season has already witnessed recurring floods and landslides in northeast primarily
in Assam and Sikkim and cyclone Biparjoy in Gujarat.

It is time to celebrate out disaster preparedness which was put to test during the cyclone
Biparjoy, which hit Gujarat and caused heavy rainfall in parts of Rajasthan. There was no
reported death from cyclone in Gujarat. This is a marker of success of the work done after the
2001 earthquake in Gujarat which had focused on building multihazard resilient infrastructure
as also example of community resilience and coordinated team efforts at all levels.

We have made considerable progress in reducing fatalities due to cyclones with increased
effectiveness of our early warning systems and timely evacuation in the coastal areas. However,
we still have to work towards flood mitigation in our country. Let us focus on improving our
drainage systems, avoid building on water bodies or in flood plains, facilitate the absorption of
rain water through increase in green cover and building flood resilient houses in vulnerable
areas. These are some of the ways in which we can contribute apart from the structural
mitigation measures undertaken by the authorities.

I'would take this opportunity to request all of you to avoid building houses and infrastructure in
high and recurring risk zones such as flood and cyclone prone areas in future. You may also
incorporate resilience measures in the already existing infrastructure to lessen the impact of
the hazard.

Let us take small steps to build disaster resilience in the country.
