The Programme: Training of Trainers Programme on Comprehensive Disaster Risk
Management for Officials from African countries under the Africa India Framework
signedin New Delhi in May 2008, has been agreed under the broader head of Political
cooper ation sub clause peace and security as an item no.12 Technical assistance
and Capacity building for disaster Management and humanitarian Assistance.
The Programme is being conducted by National Institute of Disaster Management
(NIDM), Ministry of HomeAffairs, Government of India.

Third such programme was conducted from 7" to 18" January, 2013 at New Delhi. 19
Officialsfrom variousfieldssuch asdisaster management, training, security etc. from8
different African Nations participated in this programme. The Programme Schedule,
List of Resource Persons, list of participants, Daily Course Evaluation, Participant's
Feedback and Participant's Reflection are at Annexure I, 11, 1lI, IV, V and VI
respectively. The programme was inaugurated by Shri Lokesh Jha, Joint Secretary
(PP), Ministry of HomeAffairs, Government of India.

ProgrammeReport

The first session of the day was formal inaugura
session. During this session, participants were |
welcomed by Prof. Santosh Kumar, Course
Coordinator of the course. Dr. Satendra, Executive i §
Director, NIDM welcomed the participantsand thanked | !
MEA and MHA for once again trusting NIDM to |
conduct this programme. He explained the capacity :
building initiatives being implemented by NIDM. He
then said that the collaboration between NIDM, MEA,

MHA and African countries would be there to stay and PR
NIDM would be happy to organize such courses in §
futurealso.

Shri Lokesh Jha, Joint

During the last session,
participants introduced
themselves in detail and stated their expectations from the course. Main stress by the
participants was on learning about initiatives in disaster management and
preparedness, mitigation and response measures to various disasters. Knowledge and
information about various Disaster Risk Reduction measures were aso one of the
expectationsof the participants.

Day two began with the technical session on Disaster Risk Reduction and
Development. During this session, Prof. Santosh Kumar discussed about various
Initiativesof Government of Indiainthefield of disaster management and how
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developmental issues have been addressed
while taking these initiatives. He emphasized
the need of the fact that every development
should have mitigation and preventive
measures inbuilt. This would not only help
reducing the impact of disasters but also help
grow a better environment to live in. He also

touched upon the disaster management Sig
concept in India and Africa and thel
commonalitiesbetween thetwo.

Prof. Kumar also discussed in detail the trends of disaster events globally and India &
Africa in particular. He further discussed the global framework for disaster
management. He emphasized that every disaster has thrown new challenges for
governanceand hasbeen managedin adifferent manner.

The last session on day
two was on Institutional
mechanism and
Response System in
India. During this
session, Shri Arun
Sahdeo, Consultant,
NIDM discussed with the
participants about the
‘DM structure,
¢ Institutional  mechanism
prevailing in India and
how response isbeing carried out in the country. He deliberated upon initiativesin the
field of DM inthe session. In his subsequent presentation on | ssues and challengesfor
Governance and Policy, he discussed about national policy on DM, roles of Central &
State Govt. and major plans & projects. Participants al so expressed that they have a'so
been facing disasters man-made in particular and have come across challenges of
different nature with every passing disaster. A consensuswasarrived on thefact that an
out of the box thinking isalways necessary for managing any disaster, asevery disaster
hasnew dimensions.

The day began with recapitulation of activities of day two by the participants. Prof.
Chandan Ghosh of NIDM then started the session with the presentation on overview
of earthquake disaster and its mitigation and management. Prof. Ghosh, while
discussing about the conceptsand causes of earthquake, shared with the participants

Dr. K J Anandha Kumar,
Associate Professor with
NIDM started his
presentation on Concepts
and causes of flood and
early warning and _
preparedness measures | o
related to floods. He started
the presentation with
various statistics of flood
and its impact. He then
discussed various types,
causes and impact of floodsin detail. He also discussed the impact of 2012 floodsin
West and Central Africa. Flood control measures, both structural and non-structural
and initiatives taken for tackling floods was al so discussed during his presentation. He
emphasized that climate change has brought about arise in frequency and severity of
floods. He then explained various human induced reasons of floods like poor
watershed management, poor management of artificial structures, etc. He shared with
the participants various benefits of floods like ground water recharge etc. during his
presentation. He then concluded with description of rain guage, community oriented
socia flood risk mapping, flood plain and
flood plain zonation.

In the last session of the day, Dr. Satendra,
Executive Director NIDM shared his
experiences of managing Kosi Floods of 2008
in the state of Bihar. He apprised the
participants about the incident and its impact.
He then explained how Kosi Floods 2008, one
of the worst disasters, was managed and
variousresponseactivitieswerecarried out by
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Government of Bihar State with the help of Central Government. He emphasized that
there were two major initiatives that were taken by the Government of Bihar during
post phase of this disaster. One was Owner Driven Reconstruction Approach, where
the affected were requested to build their own houses with the hel p both technical and
financial, from the government. This helped in an increased sense of satisfaction and
ownership amongst the affected community. The second approach was Built Back
Better, which not only emphasi zed the need of reconstruction of the damaged house but
alsomakingit resilient to multi hazard affecting thearea. Thiswasalso carried out with
the help of community. He also explained various activities carried out as camp
management etc. He explained that government of Bihar a so hel ped the survivorswith
various skill development activitiesliketail oring, shoe making, etc during their stay at
camp. Heal so stated that temporary schoolswerearranged for childreninthecamp.

Day began with recap of

The first presentation of
theday wasby Shri P. G.

_ MHA. Shri Chakrabarti,
- & deliberated upon various
administrative issues in

reference to African countries. He also touched upon governance issues like
coordination, communication and management of crisiswith avail ableresources.

The second session of the day was devoted to science and technology as a tool in
managing disasters. Ms. Sregja Nair, Assistant Professor NIDM took this session.
While making her presentation, she touched upon the use and importance of
geographical information system and remote [ -

sensing in taking decisions in managing
disasters. Ms. Nair mentioned that by using
geographical information system, helps the
decision makers to not only do effective W
response but also in planning and preparedness
activities. Remote sensing is used as atool in
getting real time information and images of
affected areas and extent of damage. She also
discussed with the participants as to how
SERVIR and DEPHA wereused for faster

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forecasting of disaster in Africa. During her presentation, Ms. Nair also informed the
participants about the Geographical positioning system and its use in disaster
management.

The last session of the day was a panel
discussion on drought management and
mitigation issues. Prof. Santosh Kumar and Dr.
K. J. Anandha Kumar were the panelist. They
discussed various mitigation measures of
‘drought and its implementation in India.
Participants raised querries about the system of
management of drought in India. Prof. Kumar
explained the drought management system in
India while discussing about case study of
Rajasthan. Dr. Anandha Kumar also discussed
about water-shed management projects and institutional arrangements in drought
management like Central Water Commission and Central Ground Water Board, etc.

proceeded to Agra,
where they saw and i
studied the impact of
disaster on tourism §
and heritage#®
monuments.

 \isit to the HCMRI PA Ra;asthan and Interaction with officials
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During this day, participants were taken to National Disaster Management Authority
(NDMA), where they had discussions with Hon'ble Members of the Authority on
Policies, Guidelines and Disaster Management Act. Participants had very fruitful
discussions during their stay at NDMA. Hon'ble Members explained the initiativesin
thefield of disaster management undertaken by Government of Indiaand addressed the
guerriesraised by participants.

During the second session of the day,
participants were taken to India
Meteorological Department to have a first
hand experience on Cyclone Monitoring
System, Early Warning dissemination to
concerned authorities and information
dissemination about earthquake. Participants
were welcomed and apprised about the
activitiesand collaborations of IMD. Thiswas
followed by a presentation about concepts,
initiatives and warning mechanism for IS
cyclones was made by Dr. K. Mohapatra.
Participants were then taken around various sections of IMD where they had afaceto
face viewing of cyclone warning system and seismic monitoring system and
Earthquakecentreof IMD.

New Delhi shared his experiences about
¥ ey Funding disasters. Dr. Mishrasaid
that funding mechanism prevalent
inthe country was Calamity Relief

Fund (CRF) whichwasbased on

Day Nine
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recommendations of Finance Commission. Centre and State shared the contributions
to CRF. Further toit, National Calamity Contingency Fund wasal so utilized when CRF
was not adequate for relief expenditure. However, both these funds were meant for
immediaterelief and reconstruction and not for long term recovery. He emphasized the
need for risk transfer mechanism for financing disasterslike Insurance. Citing Gujarat
example where Insurance mechanism was successfully used, he said that Risk
Insurance can be an alternate mechanism. He also informed the participants about
latest development in financing disasters in the form of National Disaster Mitigation
Fund (NDMF) and National Disaster Response Fund (NDR Fund) projected by
Government of India under the National Disaster Management Act. He also touched
upon insurance schemes running in different countries. He also flagged the issueslike
re-insurance, micro-financing, public-private partnership in thisfield and affordability
of the needy which need to be addressed for an effective financing mechanism for
disaster management.

The psycho-socia health issues related to
disasters were discussed by Dr. Sujata
Satapathy, Assistant Professor, AIIMS. She
discussed the need of disaster psycho-social care
for giving a healing touch to the survivors. Her
presentation was largely based on group
B exercises and role plays for psychological
interventions during emergency situations.
- During her session, she discussed various
behavioural changes that occur to the survivors

- in post disaster phase. She said that increase in
consumption of alcohol cigarettes and violence etc. are very common amongst
survivors. Shethen emphasized that thereislack of trained professionalsfor providing
psycho-social care to survivors in Africa and there is a big need for enhancing
community level professionals for providing trauma care to survivors. She also
discussed various disaster psycho-socia activities and mental health services being
carried out for disaster survivors.

The last session of the day exposed
the participants to the constitution
of a dedicated force being actively
utilised for response activities in
various disasters. Dr. P. M. Nair,
Director General, National Disaster
Response Force (NDRF), made the
presentation on initiatives of
disaster response in India with
special refrenceto NDRF. During
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his presentation, he explained theinitiatives taken by Government of Indiain disaster
response and explained the need and importance of raising of NDRF. He briefed the
participants about the activities which NDRF has undertaken in recent disasters that
have struck India besides the locations of NDRF. He also apprised the participants
about the new initiatives like capacity building activities, training of State disaster
response force, conducting mock drills, etc. While concluding his presentation, Shri
Nair rai sed few pertinant challengeswhich NDRF faceslike synergy between activities
of different response agenciesnamely, police, SDRF, army;, etc.

The day ten began with theissue of urban risk management, which was discussed with
the part|C| pantsby M s. Chandr ani Bandyopadhyay Assistant Professor NIDM. She

Thisleadsto agreat discrepancy in actual assessment
and planning for recovery. He emphasized the need of having correct identification of
damage and loss of any affected areain order .

Thelast session of theday wasoninitiativeson
capacity building of community by Prof.
Santosh Kumar, NIDM. He focused his
presentation on community based disaster
management. He explained with various
community based initiativestaken in thisfield
and their integration in the ongoing
programmes. Heemphasized theneed and

While
performing the task,
participants were
exposed to various
conditions like break in communication, limited resources to perform the task, etc.
After theexercise, learningswere drawn likethat communication and coordination are
the most important tools for managing any catastrophic events. Time constraint and
changing scenarios make the task even more difficult to manage. The challenge before
the disaster managersisto manage the emergency situation within available resources
withtheir optimum utilization.

During thefirst session on
Systematic Approach to
Training, Prof. Santosh
Kumar discussed about
various concepts and
cycle of training like
learning, Imitation, being &
told, etc. He also
discussed the pedagogy
and Initiatives of
Government of India in
thefield of disaster
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management and how developmental issues have been addressed while taking these
initiatives. He emphasized the need of the fact that every development should have
mitigation and preventive measures inbuilt. This would not only help reducing the
impact of disasters but also help grow abetter environment to live in. He also touched
upon the disaster management concept in India and Africa and the commonalities
betweenthetwo.

Participants then went to the National Disaster
Response Force at Ghaziabad to have a first hand
experience of the search and rescue equipments and |
how an Industrial chemical |eakage search and rescue
is carried out. NDRF personnel explained the
importance and use of most of the equipments which
are used by NDRF personnel in search and rescue |§
activities. Triage (separation of affected people with

reference to gravity of their
iinjuries) and rescue of
affected people was
 demonstrated by NDRF
§ personnel. Various challenges
8 faced by NDRF during any
& search and rescue operations
B wereal so discussed.

Dr.Ajinder Walia, Assistant Professor NIDM during her presentation onissuesduring
disasters related to Gender and most vulnerable groups like old age, differently abed,
children, etc., discussed the impact of disasters on vulnerable groups and stressed that
such peopl e have specific needs during disasters ——

impact of disasters on gender. She also
explained in detail the querries raised by the
participants. She also posed different challenges
with regard to impact and management of L
disasterson such groups.

The participants then prepared and presented
their group exercise and country presentation
which included country's disaster risk profile
andinstitutional arrangements.

Sarma, J. Secretary (DM), MHA and Shri
Ravi Bangar, Jt. Secretary (E & A), MEA and
Shri Sandeep Rathore, IG (NDRF). This
session began with participants giving their
feedback about the course, which was largely
excellent. All were of the view that such
programmes should be taken up on a more
regular basis so that the continuity is
maintained.

Prof Santosh Kumar,
NIDM while welcoming
the delegates and
distinguished guests,
explained the journey and
methodology of the course
and mentioned the support
which was provided by
MHA and MEA in
successful conduct of the
course.

Dr. Satendr a, Executive Director, NIDM also wel comed the distinguished guests and
applauded theeffortsmadeby NIDM faculty for smooth conduct of the course.
